While the “Münsterland” region is a low land with pleistocene and fluvio-glacial 

sediments, the “Hellweg” landscape is shaped by karst formations with karstic 

springs, dry valleys and flowstone caves. The excursion visits subsequently the 

low mountain range of ”Sauerland“ and shows the important role of this region 

for drinking water abstaction for the cities in Ruhr Metropolitan Area. We will visit 

the Möhne Barrage and the nature reserve. In the afternoon a Bilstain cave can 

be visited. Afterwards there is the possibility to have a dinner in one of the most 

famous German breweries.
